Spring/Summer/Fall: trails are available for
hiking, dogs, cycling, horse back riding, nature
appreciation

Winter: trails marked blue, green, red and or-
ange are ONLY for cross country skiing. A new
trail, the purple trail, is available for year
round non motorized use, access across from
Woodl and Rd at CR 45
ized Trails”)

Horse trails now have a separate network of
trails in the Beagle Club Area-watch for signs
(in progress)

This is a NO HUNTING zone.

Other Non Motorized Trails:

The Purple Trail offers year round non mo-
torized use. Access across Woodland Road at
County Road 45. The purple trail has 3 KM, 6
KM and 9 KM loops. A portion (~2KM) of
this trail is shared with motorized uses.

The Oak Ridges Trail and blazes is still in pro-
gress, access from Morris Road, shared park-
ing with Off Road vehicles

Very east end of Forest under construction in
2011 & 2012

HUNTING is permitted for deer only, East
of County Road 45:

Archery runs October 1 to December 31,
Shotgun is November 1 to 14,

Muzzle loading is November 29 to December 5
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Trail improvements include

designating new trails for non

motorized uses to the east of County

Road 45. Many trail closures-are also-
underway to better protect Forest
habitats. Please watch for signage.

Please be aware that certain areas of
the Forest are open to Off Road Vehi-

cles, including a portion of motor-

ized and non motorized (shared)

trail.
